


SPAR 2-12 Mast System

The SPAR 2-12 Mast System is designed for transport for two personnel into the most adverse environme
encountered by today’s war ghters. The system breaks down into two kits for transportation purposes greatl
reducing the logistical burden on personnel. Once in place, the system rapidly deploys in a self-guyed con guratic
eliminating the need for any penetrating anchors while providing a stable platform for the sensor platform o
choice.
